Day 07  Lisbon
This morning, you’ll arrive in the Portuguese capital of 
Lisbon, the second-oldest city in Europe. This legendary 
harbor has been the starting point for seafaring 
expeditions for more than 500 years. Wander through 
the narrow streets of the Alfama district, where the 
sounds of Fado music drift from cozy taverns. Marvel at 
historic landmarks like the Belém Tower and Jerónimos 
Monastery, testament to the city’s rich maritime heritage. 
Indulge in local delicacies like pastéis de nata and fresh 
seafood at lively markets and quaint cafes. Embrace the 
city’s artistic spirit at museums and galleries, or simply 
soak up the sun along the scenic waterfront.

Day 08  Leixões
